However we are able to 
transport a limited number of folding walking aids and wheelchairs for those able to 
get on and off the minibus unaided. 
If you bring a folding wheelchair please remember that you will need to be supported 
by your own staff/carer. 
When considering booking a place on a particular trip you should be aware that 
there may be considerable walking involved. If this will be of concern please contact 
Heather or Terry for more information. 
 
Trips will be booked on a first come first served basis and if required a similar 
waiting list will be created should a trip prove popular. 
 
The trips will be staffed by experienced West Berkshire Mencap Staff and volunteers 
who will be able to assist on the day. 
 
All trips will depart and return to the Mencap Centre unless stated otherwise in the 

trip guide. You will need to make your arrangements for travel to and from home.
